I still remember the day I got the call from John to offer me the position of Client Manager at 
Auspicious. I jumped up and down in my kitchen just thrilled. I had no inkling that 10 years later I would 
take the helm as CEO, and that Deirdre, John and I would be overseeing an organisation that was 
responsible for around 1000 projects a year. 

The moment that I really knew that I was working at the right place, is when John said to me; It’s 
not how we treat our largest clients, but how we treat the smallest ones, that we should be judged. 
Putting people before money definitely aligned with my values. And the magic of Auspicious, is that it 
has thrived and gone from strength to strength by sticking to its core values. 

Since I started as CEO, it feels like much of my time has been spent steadying the Auspicious ship 
as we all sailed through the rocky waters of COVID. Artists have experienced constant uncertainty, 
multiple rescheduling, shrinking budgets, a tech and production crew shortage and the burden of 
extra compliance. Resilience has definitely been tested. 

It feels like we are only just now coming to a time that can be forward looking again, and I am beginning 
to think about what sort of organisation we will be in 5 years, 10 years and even in another 30 years 
time. We are on the cusp of change, and AI is taking the world by storm. We are seeing pictures 
made and songs written and performed by AI. I got a small glimpse of what the future might  look 
like when Martha, one of our Client Managers showed me a grant application and budget written by 
an AI. It’s exciting to think that the burden of grant writing could be considerably eased by this new 
technology. AI written grants assessed by an AI panel? Maybe less exciting. While we can glimpse 
the future in the next few years, it is really hard to imagine what Auspicious will look like 30 years 
from now. One thing that is clear from the many wonderful testimonials that we received, is how 
much Auspicious is valued by the artists we work with, and more often than not it is for the human 
relationship with the Client Managers, more so than our budgeting and admin skills.

When I try to clarify my thoughts about Auspicious over the past three decades, two competing 
narratives play out. The first is how complex it all is, including the thousands of people and projects 
that we have managed, the struggle to develop the systems and processes to manage it all, the 
intricate task of managing a project in partnership with artists who are passionately trying to bring 
their creative visions to life, and of course, the financial tightrope that every project balances on. 

The second narrative is how simple it all is. Simple in that we started with three basic principles, firstly 
an Open Door Policy – anyone could be auspiced, secondly, No Funding for Overheads – we would not 
apply for subsidies so as not to compete with the artists we were auspicing, and thirdly, an Artist-Run 
Entity – we only exist because artists choose to work with us. These simple guidelines are as true 
today as they were thirty years ago. 

I have powerful memories of projects that I was thrilled, terrified and moved by. To me, Auspicious 
is about those projects. Other staff who have worked with the company over three decades have 
experienced the same thrill and terror, but with different artists and projects. And while we all 
experience Auspicious differently because of these complex interactions, there is one thing that all 
of us who have worked here share. That is the fact that it’s a fabulous place to work. The tasks are 
complex and challenging but everyone is supportive and encouraging. There is a great vibe and a 
constant thirst for getting better at what we do. And best of all, we get to interact with an inspiring 
group of artists and their creative intentions every day.

This does not exist in a vacuum. Auspicious is what it is today due to the skill, dedication, commitment 
and resolve of our G.M. Deirdre O’Brien and C.E.O. Selene Bateman. 

Maria and I were cheeky enough to roll a snowball down a hill thirty years ago. I feel excited to see how 
big it has grown as it continues to roll.
